Odstock Parish Council 
Rod Poynting. Vice-Chairman O.P.C. 
Thanks to all who attended the Parish Council 
meeting to discuss Wiltshire Council proposals to 
close the junctions from Nunton onto the dual 
carriageway for traffic making right turns. It was useful 
to have your views on ways to minimise accidents at 
this junction as it has become an accident black-
spot even though it has been already been modified. 
One of the recent accidents involved a fatality. The 
general consensus seems to be that the reversion of 
the dual carriageway to single lane road, the 
implementation of reduced speed limits and 
introduction of lighting and or bollards at the northern 
end of the dual carriageway will make it less 
hazardous. 

The P.C. will advise Wiltshire Council of the 
unacceptability of their original proposal and the 
alternatives that we advise.  If you would like to give 
your views directly to W.C. you can contact the Senior 
Traffic Manager, Julie Wharton on email: 
julie.wharton@wiltshire.gov.uk  

The P.C. continues to pressurise W.C. Highways to 
refurbish road C12 (from Nunton Church to the dual 
carriageway) and although this has supposedly been 
given priority, still nothing seems to be happening. If 
you would like to make personal representations this 
might well move things forward. 

You can contact W.C.Highways through the link on 
the Odstock Parish Council website. Please use 
this to report all your concerns about roads, footpaths 
and road gullies etc. By doing this you are able to 
track scheduled rectification dates and progress.  If 
several people report the same item, it will likely 
receive priority.  
Just to remind everyone that Odstock Parish Council 
is on Facebook, look out for information and posts.

South Wiltshire Paths Group 
Since our last update we have been very busy with 
work parties and officially opening our very first 
Circular Walk in Pitton. The last few months our work 
parties have visited many of the Parishes in the 
Southern Area Board replacing several stiles with 
kissing gates, repairing stiles, clearing vegetation, 
resurfacing and adding steps to bridges to name but a 
few. Our biggest project has been resurfacing a very 
long stretch of path located in Redlynch. The path 
was closely fenced with the posts collapsing on both 
sides. The very narrow path had become overgrown 
and during the winter it became very slippery and 
uneven, to the extent that many Redlynch residents 
had stopped using it altogether. The task was to clear 
the path, realign the posts, level the surface and top 
the path with planings laid over a semi-permeable 
membrane. South Wiltshire Paths Group joined forces 
with Natural England and Redlynch village volunteers 
to complete the works. The path is now a pleasant 
country path preventing residents risking the walk on 
the road or driving to access their village shop.

On the 11th October 2015 we officially opened our 
very first Circular Walk in Pitton, by all accounts the 
grand opening was a huge success with over 50 
people attending. The Pitton Paths Group under the 
local leadership of Brian Cudby have worked together 
to establish this circular path which incorporates 
existing Rights of Way and takes in the Clarendon 
Woods. Pitton Paths Group are to be congratulated 
on this notable achievement. Further circular walks 
are planned for South Wiltshire parishes but if you 
have a route that you would like to make into a 
Circular Walk then please let us know.
